Large numbers of people have no access to water and lack adequate means of sanitation. If present conditions continue to prevail, the situation is bound to become worse in the coming decades. 

The Ecumenical Water Network was formed by Christian agencies and movements: 

· to make a Christian witness heard in the present debate on water issues, 

· to raise the awareness of the churches on the urgency of the concern, 

· to engage as an ecumenical community in common action at all levels 

· with the aim to promote the preservation, responsible management and the equitable distribution of water for all, based on the understanding that water is a gift of God and a fundamental human right. 

The Secretariat of the Ecumenical Water Network is currently located at the World Council of Churches in Geneva.

The participant organizations and supporters of the Ecumenical Water Network commit themselves to supporting the objectives of the network by:
· engaging together in worship and theological reflections to better understand and live our calling to be faithful stewards of creation and loving neighbors to one another

· promoting an ethical understanding of water use and human development that reflects the interconnectedness of all creation and the links between ecological and social justice

· opposing irresponsible and unjust practices which put consumerism and economic profits first on the expense of people and the environment

· assisting and empowering communities to create and maintain safe and affordable access to water and sanitation using approaches that reconcile human development and environmental conservation

sharing stories of hope and contributing to an exchange of best practices by making technologies, experiences, and lessons learnt available to others

· enabling our churches by building networks with experts and NGOs 

· engaging with governments and authorities in dialogue and advocacy for the recognition and implementation of the human right to water, which entitles everyone to sufficient, safe, acceptable, physically accessible and affordable water 

· speaking up where people are being denied or deprived of their access to water
