Bericht des geschaftsfuhrenden Generalsekretars

Sehr geehrte Vorsitzende, stellvertretende Vorsitzende, Mitglieder, Berater und Beraterinnen und Kollegen
und Kolleginnen,
Eure Eminenzen, Eure Gnaden, liebe Schwestern und Briider in Christus,

die Welt hat sich auf eine Art und Weise verindert, die zum Zeitpunkt der letzten Tagung unseres
Zentralausschusses in Genf 2018 unvorstellbar war. Durch Gottes Gnade konnen wir uns wieder
versammeln, diesmal zur ersten Online-Tagung des Zentralausschusses. Ich bin Thnen allen dankbar, dass
Sie dieser Veranstaltung Prioritit beimessen.

Ich mochte unserem ehemaligen Generalsekretir, Bischof Olav Fykse Tveit, fur seine spirituelle Ermutigung
und fir seine Fihrung in diesen Zeiten beispielloser Verinderung danken. Gemeinsam mit unserer
Vorsitzenden hat er die Antwort des ORK zu Beginn der Pandemie mafBgeblich mitgestaltet und die
Kirchen dazu veranlasst, alles in ihrer Macht stehende zu unternehmen, um Ieben zu schutzen. Bischof
Olav, Tht Vermichtnis wird uns weiterhin leiten, und wir sind dankbar dafir.

Ich bedanke mich ganz herzlich bei der Leitung des Zentralausschusses und bei allen Mitgliedern des
Exekutivausschusses fur ihr unglaubliches Engagement. Wir mussten uns im vergangenen Jahr zahlreichen
Herausforderungen stellen, und Ihren Fuhrungsqualititen ist es zu verdanken, dass wir Stabilitit bewahren
und die richtige Richtung einschlagen konnten. Ich mochte ebenfalls den Mitarbeitern und Mitarbeiterinnen
des ORK meinen tiefen Dank aussprechen, die neue Mittel und Wege gefunden haben, um unsere
Mitgliedskirchen und 6kumenischen Partner einzubinden.

Als ich gefragt wurde, als geschiftsfithrender Generalsekretir Verantwortung zu iibernehmen, gingen wir
alle davon aus, dass dies nur fir eine kurze Ubergangszeit sein wurde. Inzwischen ist daraus mehr als ein
Jahr geworden, und mein Mandat wurde bis zum Ende des nichsten Jahres verlingert, um die
Vorbereitungen fir die nichste Vollversammlung sicherzustellen und zu koordinieren. Gemeinsam mit
Thnen liegt es mir weiterhin am Herzen, den Rat auf unserem Pilgerweg der Gerechtigkeit und des
Friedens:bis zur Vollversammlung im kommenden Jahr in Karlsruhe, Deutschland zu leiten.

Ich werde meinen Bericht kurz halten. Seit Mai des vergangenen Jahres haben wir monatliche
Rechenschaftsberichte verfasst und fiir Sie veroffentlicht. Auf diese Weise konnten wir uns auch in Zeiten
korperlicher Distanz nahe sein. Die Berichte zeigen, wie wir uns auf die neue Situation eingestellt haben,
und wie wichtig unsere Arbeit fiir Einheit und Versdhnung ist. Im vorliegenden Bericht mdchte ich in erster
Linie darauf eingehen, wie wir uns an die verinderte Lage angepasst haben und wie uns das Thema der
Vollversammlung inspiriert — ,,Die Liebe Christi bewegt, verséhnt und eint die Welt.*

Der ORK in der Zeit der Pandemie

Wie unsere Vorsitzende es sehr treffend beschrieben hat, wurde die Welt von der COVID-19-Pandemie
vollig unvorbereitet getroffen. Diese Pandemie verursacht nach wie vor grofles Leid und verschirft
bestehende und neue Ungleichheiten. Die ganze Welt ist betroffen. Unsere Einheit als eine
Menschheitsfamilie und als eine Gemeinschaft von Kirchen ist deshalb wichtiger als jemals zuvor.

Wir durchleben eine Zeit unfassbaren Leids. Unsere Kirchen haben zahlreiche Mitglieder und
Fahrungspersonen verloren Aber als gliubige Menschen machen wir weiter im Glauben, denn unser Herr
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Jesus Christus ist auferstanden, hat den Tod besiegt und der Welt Leben und eine neue Bedeutung und einen
neuen Sinn gegeben.

Unsere Mitgliedskirchen haben sich in der Pandemie als unglaublich widerstandsfahig erwiesen und sich
schnell auf die Situation eingestellt. Sie alle sind Teil dieser transformierenden Nachfolge, die die Kirche
weiterhin mit Leben fillt und lebendig hilt.

Die Pandemie wirkt sich weiterhin auf die gesamte Gemeinschaft aus. Fiir das ORK-Sekretariat bedeutete
die Pandemie, Mitgliedskirchen bei der Bewiltigung der Pandemie zu unterstiitzen, die Vollversammlung
um ein Jahr zu verschieben und unsere Arbeitsmethoden anzupassen.

Was uns inspiriert hat, ist die Liebe Gottes in Jesus Christus fiir die gesamte Schopfung sowie das Hauptziel
des ORK als Gemeinschaft von Kirchen, einander ,,3ur sichtbaren Einbeit in dem einen Glauben und der einen
eucharistischen Gemeinschaft anfurnfen, die ibren Ausdruck im Gottesdienst und im gemeinsamen Leben in Christus findet
(ORK-Satzung, Artikel I11).

Der ORK-Strategieplan ist weiterhin maBgebend fiir unsere Arbeit in dieser Zeit der Verinderung. Der
Pilgerweg der Gerechtigkeit und des Friedens gibt eine handlungsstarke strategische Richtung vor, die die
Gemeinschaft zusammenhilt. In den vergangenen zwei Jahren haben wir viel gelernt. Einige dieser
wichtigen Erkenntnisse werden in dem vorgeschlagenen Nachtrag zum Strategieplan beschrieben (GEN
PRO 03). Ich mo6chte nidher auf einige der Punkte eingehen, die meiner Meinung nach wihrend dieser
Woche unserer Zusammenarbeit beachtet werden sollten.

Die durch die Pandemie verursachten Einschrinkungen haben dazu gefiihrt, dass der ORK in vieler
Hinsicht neue Wege gehen musste, um weiterarbeiten zu kénnen. Die wohl bedeutendste Umstellung war
die verstirkte Nutzung von Moglichkeit der Online-Zusammenarbeit. Zwar sehnen wir uns alle wieder nach
personlichen Begegnungen, aber in Zukunft wird es sicherlich auch neue, hybride Losungen der
Zusammenarbeit geben.

Die Pandemie hat uns die Moglichkeit fiir eine intensivere Kommunikation mit Mitgliedskirchen und
Partnern eréffnet. Die regionale Zusammenarbeit besonders mit regionalen 6kumenischen Organisationen
hat sich intensiviert.. Dies leistet einen Beitrag, die Kirche als Mittelpunkt unserer gemeinsamen Arbeit zu
bewahren. Die Regionalkonsultationen zu COVID-19 im Rahmen des Pilgerwegs der Gerechtigkeit und des
Friedens sind ein Beispiel fir eine neue Ara der gemeinsamen Sorge um die Gemeinschalft.

Gleichzeitig mit der in vielen Kirchen vollzogenen Umstellung auf Online-Gebete und Online-Messen hat
sich auch der ORK mit globalen, regionalen und tiglichen Gebeten auf die verinderte Situation eingestellt.
Dies war eine der inspirierendsten Entwicklungen — eine tiefere innere Verbindung durch Gebete, fir
einander und miteinander zu beten fir unsere Kirchen und unsere Welt.

Die Pandemie hat viele bestehende Ungleichheiten sichtbarer gemacht, und das gilt besonders fiir die Stinde
des Rassismus. Vor der Pandemie hatten wir geplant, nach der Vollversammlung die Arbeit innerhalb des
ORK zur Uberwindung von Rassismus wiederzubeleben. Die Pandemie hat uns gezeigt, dass wir nicht
warten konnen, denn in Christus zihlt jedes Leben. Es sollte fiir jeden und jede von uns eine Prioritit sein,
die Kirchen in die Uberwindung von Rassismus, ethnischer Diskriminierung und Fremdenfeindlichkeit
einzubinden Seit Januar dieses Jahres gibt es ein Programm zur ,,Uberwindung von Rassismus®, fiir das auch
personell eine neue Stelle eingerichtet wurde.

Ein groBer Teil unserer Arbeit konnte mit guten Ergebnissen fortgesetzt werden, aber unsere Friedensarbeit
besonders im Heiligen Land gestaltete sich schwierig. Aktivititen wie das 6kumenisches Begleitprogramm
in Paldstina und Israel waren in signifikanter Weise beeintrichtigt. Ich bin besonders stolz darauf, wie wir
uns auf die Situation eingestellt haben, unddie Bedtrfnisse und Erwartungen unserer Ortskirchen angehort
haben, und wie es uns durch die Zusammenarbeit mit den 6rtlichen Kirchenleitenden und unseren Partnern
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in der Friedensarbeit gelungen ist, die Aktivititen des ORK in Jerusalem neu aufzustellen, zu konsolidieren
und zu starken.

In Genf wurde die Green Village-Baustelle im Okumenischen Zentrum im Mirz 2020 eréffnet, dort wird
auch unter COVID-19-Bedingungen gearbeitet. Trotz der schwierigen Lage auf dem Immobilienmarkt
konnten wir erfreuliche Fortschritte bei der Umsetzung unserer Ziele fiir dieses ErschlieBungsprojekt
erzielen.

Bei aller finanziellen Problematik infolge der Pandemie hat die GroBztgigkeit unserer Mitgliedskirchen und
O6kumenischen Partner uns geholfen, unsere Arbeit fortzusetzen und unsere Gemeinschaft auf die
Vollversammlung vorzubereiten.

ORK bereitet sich auf die Vollversammlung vor

Wir sind zuversichtlich, dass wir uns im kommenden Jahr in Karlsruhe treffen werden. Unsere Planung ist
jetzt auf diesen Termin ausgerichtet und berticksichtigt auch unterschiedliche Szenarien fiir Gesundheit und
Hygiene. Ich mochte Thnen versichern, dass der Exekutivausschuss gemeinsam mit den gastgebenden
Kirchen die Situation aufmerksam verfolgt und sich dabei auf sachliche Informationen und die Beratung
von Gesundheitsexperten und -expertinnen verlasst.

Ich bin dem Planungsausschuss fir die Vollversammlung unter der Leitung Seiner Eminenz Metropolit
Prof. Dr. Gennadios von Sassima fiir seinen Einsatz dankbar. Dies gilt ebenfalls fir die Arbeit des
Gottesdienstausschusses fur die Vollversammlung unter der Leitung von Pastorin Dr. Elisabeth Krause-
Vilamar.

Der Bericht des Planungsausschusses fiir die Vollversammlung (GEN PRO 02) beschreibt die Leitidee einer
Vollversammlung, die ganz im Zeichen des Themas ,,Christi bewegt, verséhnt und eint die Welt™ steht.
Vorgeschlagen wird ein Tagungsprogramm, an dem alle Delegierten in Gebet, Reflexion, Gesprich und
Beschlussfassung beteiligt sind. Es ist bereits viel gearbeitet worden, und wir sind auf dem richtigen Weg zu
einer grof3artigen Vollversammlung,.

Das Thema hat aufgrund der Erfahrungen mit der Pandemie eine neue Bedeutung gewonnen. Unsere
trinitarische Theologie, wie sie seit Jahrzehnten in unseren ORK-Dokumenten entwickelt, formuliert und
angenommen wurde, hilft uns, die Liebe Christi im Kontext der Liebe des dreieinigen Gottes fiir die gesamte
Welt zu erkennen, wie sie sich vollstindig in der Inkarnation, in Jesus Christus, manifestiert hat.

Wenn wir tber die Liebe Christi sprechen, dann reden wir tiber die sich entiulernde und unterschiedslose
Liebe Gottes in Christus fiir die gesamte Schopfung. Das ist das eigentliche Wesensmerkmal unseres
Glaubens. Damit haben wir auch die Ausrichtung unseres gemeinsamen Verstindnisses und unserer
gemeinsamen Vision (CUV-Prozess) des ORK bekriftigt. Darin heif3t es, dass Verséhnung und Einheit
Gottes Endzweck fur die Menschheit und die Schopfung sind (Kol 1,19), beispielhaft dargestellt an Christi
Erbarmen gegentiber den Leidenden bei Matthdus (9,35-39) und in zahlreichen anderen Stellen der vier
Evangelien. Diese Perspektive hat solide theologische Wege fiir Dialog und Zusammenarbeit mit der Welt
eroffnet.

Die online im Januar verdtfentlichte Reflexion Gber das Thema der Vollversammlung entwickelt diese
Interpretation im Kontext dessen, womit die Kirchen und die Welt heute konfrontiert werden, u. a.:

e COVID-19 und die Folgen;

e Klimanotstand;

e Rassismus und zunehmende soziale und wirtschaftliche Ungleichheiten;

e Unterwanderung der Demokratie durch eine autoritire Politik der Angst und des Hasses; und
e Die ambivalenten Folgen der digitalen Revolution.

Christi Liebe eroffnet einen Horizont der Hoffnung. Als eine Gemeinschaft von Kirchen stehen wir fest zu
unserem Grindungszweck — nach der Einheit der Christen streben, damit die Welt glaube. Gleichzeitig ist
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es ebenso wichtig zu bekriftigen, dass es Gottes Zweck ist, die gesamte Welt und den gesamten Kosmos
zur Versdhnung und Einheit zu bewegen. Vor dem Hintergrund der Vorbereitungen der ORK-
Gemeinschaft auf die 11. Vollversammlung in Karlsruhe werden die Erfahrungen der Kirchen im Umgang
mit der globalen Pandemie bestimmend fiir das Thema dieser 1 ersamminng bleiben: ,,Die Liebe Christi bewegt, versibnt
und eint die Welt. "

Tagesordnung des ORK-Zentralausschusses

Die Vorsitzende bestitigte, dass die Tagesordnung fiir unsere erste Online-Tagung vom Umfang her

begrenzt ist. Trotzdem hoffen wir, drei wichtige Ziele zu erreichen:

1. Stirkung unserer Gemeinschaft durch Weitergabe von Erkenntnissen und gemeinsames Gebet.

2. Entgegennahme von Antragen auf Mitgliedschaft im ORK, Anerkennung neuer 6kumenischer Partner
und Behandlung weiterer Mitgliedschaftsfragen.

3. Gemeinsame Vorbereitungen auf die 11. Vollversammlung des ORK in Katlstuhe, Deutschland.

Wir bitten Sie ebenfalls, den Strategieplan, die Finanzstrategie und die Kommunikationsstrategie um das
Jahr 2022 zu erginzen. Diese Strategien haben uns bisher gute Dienste erwiesen. Sie werden uns weiterhin
durch die Pandemie leiten und uns bei den Vorbereitungen auf die Vollversammlung helfen.

Auf Antrag des Exekutivausschusses fiige ich meinem Bericht eine Liste der noch ausstehenden Themen
bei, mit denen sich der Zentralausschuss noch nicht befasst hat. Ich méchte damit sicherstellen, dass nichts
verlorengeht. Die Liste erinnert uns daran, dass wir auf dem Weg nach Karlsruhe noch manche Aufgaben
in Angriff nehmen miissen. So Gott will, werden wir uns personlich Anfang 2022 treffen, um unsere Arbeit
abzuschlie3en.

Schlusswort

Die globale Gesundheitslage stellt uns weiterhin vor zahlreiche Herausforderungen. Trotzdem gehen wir im
Glauben und in Hoffnung weiterhin auf unserem Pilgerweg der Gerechtigkeit und des Friedens und
bekriftigen, dass Gott der Herr der Geschichte und der Herrscher des Universums ist, und dass es Gottes
offenbarte Absicht ist, der gesamten Welt Leben, Einheit und Verséhnung zu bringen. Wir als Haushalter
und Bewahrer der Schopfung und Gehilfen in Gottes Mission arbeiten und beten gemeinsam weiter dafiir,
dass Gottes Wille geschehe. Erinnern wir uns an Christi festes Versprechen gegentiber seinen Jingern:
,,und siehe, ich bin bei euch alle Tage bis an der Welt Ende® (Matthdus 28,20).
